In any such company, scientific medical writer can be undertaken for the purpose of preparation of clinical and pre-clinical manuscripts, abstracts, articles, posters, clinical trial reports, and medical education materials. The scientific medical writers also have scope in the biotechnology industry and are responsible for editing and re-writing scientific papers and granting application, and for providing education and training to staff in scientific writing and editing.

Writing References, References Management (software programs EndNote and Mendeley) are summarized, Citation Styles, Referencing Style (Vancouver, APA, and Harvard styles).
Module 4: Medical Writing for Clinical Research Industry (Designing and Preparation of Protocols, ICDs, CRFs etc)

Write clear, comprehensive reports; produce focused, effective reports suitable for your target readers; create longer pieces such as manuals; create effective patient communications; patient information leaflets (PILs); creating scientific papers for peer-reviewed journals.

Module 5: Writing for Regulatory submissions and Drug Promotion Activities (IND, NDA, BLA, SNDA, ANDA)

Medico-Marketing is an exchange of drug information among drug manufacturing company and the recommending doctor, Nurse, Pharmacist or with the end user. Drug manufactures two main streams of marketing strategies: 1) push stream and 2) pull stream
Module 9: Achieving Flow and Cohesiveness
