Validity of the Registration Certificate —

course from Medical Cpllege, the Council shall

issue registration certificate having validity for a

period prescribed in column (4) of Annexure ‘1’ +

one year.

Graduate and Post Graduate Doctors shall provide
compulsory medical service during “the validity

period of the registration certificate.

The validity of the registration may be extendable in

the circumstances here-in-after given, namely:-

(a) If the registered medical practitioner has not
completed the compulsory medical service
period after passing the concerned course
during the validity period of the registration
certificate and if he gets an admission in the
higher medical course means Post Graduate
Diploma/ Post Graduate Degree / Super-
speciality Course, then in such case, the
validity of issued registration can be extended
in the requisite period of higher course and
the period of compulsory medical service of
the previously passed degree and the period of
compulsory medical service of the admitted

course;

(b) If the registered medical practitioner fails to
complete the compulsory medical service after
passing any of the courses, due to
unavoidable circumstances, then if the Board
is satisfied with the justification, permission

to such registered medical practitioner to
complete the remaining compulsory medical
service period may be granted by the Board: i

Provided that such extension shall be

given to any registered medical ’practitioner

" once in his life time.

In case of failure to render compulsory medical service,
amount of bond shall be deposited in the respective
Government Medical College and in case of Private
Medical College, amount of bond shall be deposited in
office of Director, Medical Education. Thereafter
concerning college or office shall issue a certificate to
that effect only then the registration of concerned course

may be made permanent.

Bond in the format prescribed in the Admission Rules of
the Department of Medical Education shall be executed
between the student and the Dean of the concernmed
Medical College at the time of admission in medical

course.

Upon completion of compulsory medical service or
submission of certificate prescribed in rule S the

registration of the concerned degree may be made

permanent.

In case of non compliance of compulsory medical service
and not depositing amount of Bond executed under rule

6, the registration shall cease to be effective.

The Complaint Redressal Authority shall be the

Commissioner, Medical Education and the Appellate
Authority shall be the Principal Secretary, Government
of Madhya Pradesh Medical Education Department, for
disposal of complaints. The complaints/Appeals shall be
disposed off within a period of three months from the
date of its receipt and concermed person shall be

informed accordingly.

The Council shall develop online process to apply these
rules.

Repeal and Saving.- All rules corresponding to these
Tules and in force immediately before the
commencement of these rules are, hereby, repealed in

respect of matters covered by these rules:

Provided that any order made or any action taken
under the rules so repealed shall, so far as it is not
inconsistent with the provisions of these rules, be
deemed to have been made or taken under the

corresponding provisions of these rules.
